District Manager, Nancy Upham went with a more formalized presentation of  the status of West Nile 
Virus in the valley versus that of a special media press release of positive mosquito pools.  The first 
step would be that we release the language of a mosquito pool.    The second step would be that we 
release historical information about the virus possibly on the website. This is important so that the public 
understands the whole picture versus being reactive to press releases.  


Trustee Jonte' would like us to toot our own  horn and let the public know how hard we are working.  He 
also said that we should put together a comprehensive article about West Nile Virus in the Lahontan 
Valley and all that we are doing about it.  Chairwoman Lattin  instead suggested that we keep responses 
short but  include relevant and current information.

District Manager's Report and Operations Review.


District Manager Nancy Upham reported that the District hasn't done as many flights in July as were 
conducted in June of this year.  The staff is doing more groundwork, as reflected in the "Staff Reporting 
Of Acreage Covered" to date.  We have been working with weather conditions (warm temperatures) by 
using traps and follow-up with Service Requests.  The Board was provided with an acreage Report 
indicating the truck fogging areas and the acreage results.  Treatment this year has been well worth the 
money spent.  Everyone is working hard.  No one has taken any vacation time, and Overtime has been 
recorded as "real overtime"—no split shifts this season. Nancy reviewed the adulticide treatment and 
flights and stated that the  Service Request Reporting dealing with these treatments is an internal 
database for tracking and for District follow-up.  She reported that July was a busy month, but a good 
month.  The District was better off to jump on right away with aerial flights.  She also stated that the 
Tribe is doing a little adultizing treatment and fogging; however, only our district covers the larva zing.  
Trustee asked if it was a lack of knowledge on the Tribe's part that they don't do larvazing.  District 
Manager Nancy responded that she thinks it's more a matter of lack of funding.

Trustee Marion Jonte' made a motion to approve the July 2019 Expenditure Report in the amount of  $76,786.91.  Trustee Sheldon Chipp  seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Public Comment:  
Technician James Cork reported that the public doesn't hear about the cleanup information regarding areas that have been reported as having mosquitoes that tested positive for West Nile virus.  He said  that that information is valuable.  When we go out and fog, we clean up the problem area.  Management then re-traps the area and generally the re-testing comes back negative or clear of virus.  However, the public doesn't hear about the follow up results.  
Technician Fallon Merbs reported that she went out to a problem area.  When that area was confirmed positive, Nancy Upham gave her the go ahead to fog.  After she fogged and Management re-trapped and re-tested the area, the trap results came back negative and clean.  

Trustee Marion Jonte' said that he appreciated these positive results and the matter of cleaning up the problem area.  And the public follow-up information will be taken care of.  Mr. Jonte' thanked the technicians for this report.
