Gerald J. Lindsay, Nevada State Library Senior Records Analyst requested that the District Manager respond to a survey providing feedback regarding training materials and the training video.

2.  Nov.  10. 2-018  - Brenda Hunt – Noxious Weed List changes

District manager Nancy Upham commented on the changes made to the Noxious Weed List.  Some of the weeds were moved into different categories; otherwise there were no additions made to the list.  The changes are approved to the end of August which will not change how the District handles treatment, nor will it affect private property owners regarding treatment.  The District will make property owners aware of the list accordingly.  James Cork, Technician talked about treating Russian Knapweed in the past and stated that the size of spread has gone down compared to previous years. 

Nancy Upham commented that she will may use the billboard at the District office during mosquito and weed season to relay messages to the public.

10.   New Business. 


1.  Review, discussion and approval of  Churchill County Mosquito, Vector and Noxious Weed District's Financial Statements of the governmental activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund balances as of June 30, 2018.

 Jim Sciarani, CPA, presented a very thorough report relative to Financial Statements and the Audit Review for fiscal year ending June 2018.  Jim Sciarani reported that it was a good year.  He also stated that there were no weaknesses or violations.  Trustee Marion Jonte made a motion to approve the audit review and Trustee Michael Spencer seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

11.   District Manager's Report and Operations Review.
Nancy Upham reported that since Lowell Black has made changes in his CPA office operations, Mr. Thomas Lukas will be handling the District's  payroll and accounts payable and will be set up at the District office.  He will be coordinating with the district office relative to procedural matters.  The Board will address CPA options when the newly elected  Board Members meet in January 2019.

Nancy reported that the month of November started with dry conditions and continued through the Thanksgiving holiday week.  This allowed for applications of Milestone herbicide for Russian knapweed, which the staff has been working with during November.  The work stemmed from areas that had historical infestations such as a location in Hazen, Carson Lake and a pasture off of Stillwater Road.  The Stillwater acquired parcel (U.S. Fish and Wildlife) required ten days of work conducted  by District staff and was provided upon request by the US Fish and Wildlife asking for the District's cooperative assistance. They will repay the District with herbicide.  TCID had no budget to do work this year (2018).  During the month of November the staff worked on updating recordkeeping, cleaning and putting away the foggers for winter, dismantling shelving in the shop, and cleaning in and around the facility.

Nancy addressed the need to level the concrete floor in the building prior to installation of harwood flooring.  The monthly Management Report listing Vacation and Sick leave totals for employees was also presented as of November 30, 2018.

Chairwoman, Christy Lattin  thanked Trustee Jay Linginfelter on behalf of the Board for his eight years of service as a Board Member.  Mr. Lingenfelter's term of office expires the end of this month.

Mr. Cork mentioned that he had a concern regarding a District owned vehicle incident that occurred several weeks ago that was not reported to the District's Safety Officer.
